Good News!  SB 996 passed the House 136-1.  
A couple of last minute amendments that would have strengthened the bill against LNG did not pass.  One of the amendments, sponsored by Delegate Healey included adding in Prince Georges County, where opposition is strong, declaring the bill and "emergency measure" for the health and safety of the public, and inserting “WHEREAS, Liquefied natural gas storage facilities that are in close proximity to residential communities are inappropriate"   Most Maryland citizens would probably agree with that "whereas".   The other failed amendment, by Delegate Ross, stated “WHEREAS, Representatives of local communities in Maryland should be given reasonable notice and an adequate opportunity to be heard at any public hearing convened to approve or deny special exceptions pertaining to liquefied natural gas facilities; and”.  
Next step is the Governor's Signature, which should not be a problem. 
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
