Protocol Matters

I hope everyone is having a great holiday season.  As we look forward to 2012, winter is meeting time for our clubs and organizations to make sure the year will be a great one.  Keep the following pointers in mind at meetings. 

Commodores Pointer:  Your most important duty is be a bridge builder among the membership.  A consensus resolution on a matter for the good of the club is always your objective, regardless of your personal position.  As Chair you strive to ensure discussion, the parliamentary process, and voting occur in a respectful and professional manner.  The Chair ensures people take turns but in most clubs a certain amount of free flow discussion and debate is tolerated.  In all cases, you strive to ensure all are heard and all members feel they had a chance to have their say.  
Talking at Meetings:  All persons should address and speak to the Chair – this Robert’s Rule helps keep the discussion from being or seeming personal.  For the same reason, people should refer to the officer’s title not the person’s name.  For example “Commodore, I disagree with the Vice Commodores position” or “Commodore, I request the Treasurer repeat the part of his report citing checks written” In most clubs, some direct conversation is tolerated for practical reasons but the Chair should keep this under control.  
Uniforms:  Uniforms are worn by current officers, particularly for General Membership Meetings, to symbolize the official nature of the meeting, to identify the officers in larger clubs, to show their respect and commitment to the traditions and ideals of the club.  The wearing of uniforms by P/C’s at meetings is usually optional.  Not all clubs use the traditional yacht club uniform but, whatever the uniform may be in your club, it should always be complete and proper, consistent with the time of year and the Commodore’s desired uniform of the day.  Uniforms are hardly unique to yacht clubs.  The garb of a minister or priest at services is a typical example.  
Another thing we see this time of year is people beginning their first year as club officer, often in the position of Fleet Captain, which, in most clubs, begins a journey through the chairs to the position of Commodore.   Below are some reminders about the position of Fleet Captain.

Fleet Captain:  "Fleet Captain", abbreviated “F/C”, is the title for the fourth officer (ranking below C, V/C, and R/C but above all other officers) in the yacht club line, whether they are a sail boater or power boater, with responsibility for the whole club fleet (including the activities of Sail and/or Power Fleet Captains), club cruises, certain events, and often the club pier(s) as well.  The Fleet Captain is usually a voting member of the Board of Governors (or Directors), whereas Sail and Power Fleet Captains (depicted by a propeller) usually are not.  Many clubs do not have separate Sail or Power Fleet captains.  When club bylaws do not include F/C in the line or provide this office with a vote,  protocol wise, this officer still lines up and is introduced in the fourth position, given the importance of the fleet in a yacht or boat club.

Fleet Captain Insignia:  Tradition has the Fleet Captain anchor on its side and the Sail Fleet Captain anchor vertical.  For the Fleet Captain, on either jacket sleeve when the jacket sleeve is hanging down at the person’s side, the top on the anchor points forward (i.e. flukes aft).  Interestingly, when the arms are crossed or bent the anchor flukes are on the bottom as is proper for anchoring a vessel.  For Sail Fleet Captains, bending the arm will place the anchor in its side, which is still OK for anchoring a vessel.   Displaying an anchor upside down is nautical bad luck and should be avoided.
